Writing a personal statement for graduate school can feel daunting, but it doesnit have to be. Think of this
essay as a window to share your own story and represent who you are to the admissions committee.
Write in a way that lets them hear your voice and demonstrates your willingness to learn as an amateur in
the field. And donit forget to respond to all parts of the prompt while following the word limit.

Your goal is to persuade the committee that you are an outstanding applicant. Partner with someone you
trust to provide feedback while writing your essay(s) and utilize the support you have through FPUis
Academic Success Center where you can book free in-person/virtual support from a writing tutor.
